General Stliwell got all the support
that was avaflable.

Chiang Kal-Shek and General
Stilwell piled into an airplane and flew
to Lashio and from there went on down
to the front to rally. the Chinese forces
against the next Japanese mitack.

All three of them knew how much
depended on it. All three knew the
hard facts. They knew that the Ameri~
can Volunteer Group, for all its bril-
lant success, had been whittled down
until it could do no more than harass
the Japanese, who had real contro! af
the air. They knew Lashio had aiready
been bombed and was coming fest into
the line of fire and that the huge air-
field then being made still larger, was
practically helpless to defend itself.
