The sideliners said at its birth,
ve remember, that Roosevelt was just
utlding. a_military machine, that soon
e would pass around the guns, wave B
ard over an Army. full-blown. It wasn't
rue, but today we could wish that it
ad been.

The armed services are dotted with
raduates.of_the Corp: hind them s
o such tradition of glory as glo

ind cach uniformed cadei up from thé
srvice schools. They knew no pleasant
ays of training on the Hudson or the
evern. More, they were & hard-handed
fiddle-American Army. And thelr mak-
g, and their graduation into soldlers,
1ay be as vital as the stamping out of
ur officers. The Corps did its duty.
It suffered simply, apparently leaving
s scattered camps and myriad assign-
nents to be forgoflen. It took only the
lashing of a $75.000,000 appropriation,
and & 15-12 vote-In a House Committee
o toll its end. But before it passes
from memory one might remember that
what began as an experiment lifted the
face of America, made men of 3,000,000
boys, became in a real sense & stitch in
time. When peate returns, we hope to
meet the Corps again.

The Nazls lost the air battle of
Britaln because they could not
stand the losses, In thelr. heaviest
bombing raids, they lost as many
as 145 to 150 ships a night, or
mbout 20 per cent of the force inm-
volved, They had to quit because
in five days they would have
needed 100 per cent air replace-
ments,

Thelr average losses through the
whole air battle of Britain was
about 10 per cent, Which way too
much, alse, they would have need-
d 100 per cent replacement every
10 days to keep thal up.

But In the Cologne rald. if
you accepl the British version
44 shot down) and figure the
number of Britlsh bombers In-
volved 28 1,000, rate of
loss was only 44 per cent—
which means ' ‘success, =n
bodes il for Hitler's future.
There are several ' reasons for

this, For the first tlme in history,
Britain used night fighter pursuit
planes to protect the hombers,
Orie British alr officer here was
so surprised at the press Teports
of this feat, he refused to belleve
them true until officlal confirma-
tion followed.
