At a time when natlonal unity s lmperative, the disruptive mctivi-
tles of the 33 Indicted pro-Axis
1 Congress conatituts a real danger to the United Stales war o(rurh.
The Hour therefore urges that the Department’ af Justice make
rpecinl fnvestigation of thesa activitles, and that the American nuhl]u
be ncqualnted with the results of this investigation.
