The group, representing eleven
Southern states, made the request
to Edgar Kobak,
president of the Mutual Broadcast-
ing Co. Noting that the Mutual
system Is broadcasting a series of
programs, “To Secure These Rights,"
the Senators asked Kobak to grant
them equal time to explain their
tand on the civil righta proposals.

The Southerners said they are
opposed to the measures recom-
mended by the President’s Commit-
tee on Civil Rights “as are millions
of American people whom we Tep-
resent.”

“In view of the fact so many of
your outlets are located in the
South we feel you will giadly com-
ply with our request,” their tele-
