So GOP Makes Evérybody Happy

8 EVERYONE knows, it Is a party's rec-
ord in Congress rather than its cam-
palgn platform that tells the story of what
‘we may expect from it In the years ahead
and we turn there for enlightenment. How-
ever, our confusion over the glittering gen-
eralities In the brand new GOP platform
is as nothing compared to our bewilder-
ment over the Republican record in the
80th

Is the GOP isolationist or international-
ist, economical or spendthrift, prepared-
ness-minded or anti-military, anti-labor or
neutral, liberal or reactionary? It all de-
pends on whether you are looking at the
House Republicans or the Senate Repub-
licans. In the closing hours of the last
regular session, thé public saw a painful
demonstration of the GOP's split personal-
ity In the fights over draft legislation and
European ald appropriations. The Senate
lost a lot of sleep getting the House to pass
an acceptable conscription bill and. restore
heavy cuts in the European Recovery Pro-

gram.
However, the Republican difference nu
back to the beginning of the 80th
gress. The big lssue in the 1947 seasion was
the Taft-Hartley Labor Law. Although the
father of ‘that measure was the GOP lead-
er in the Benate, Taft, it was the Senate
that kept the House from making this la-
bor legislation much more drastic.
Another large

and demolishing the Republican economy
claims for this session. The GOP Senats
also curbed the GOP House in tax-cutting
by about two billion bucks.

The GOP Senate passed the Taft-Ellen-
der-Wagner_housing bill. The GOP House
killed it in its Rules Committee and put *
through a substitute knocking out public
housing and slum clearance.

‘The GOP Senate fought for a permanent
fong-range farm program but the House
blocked It and forced through stopgap ex-
tension of wartime farm prices.

The GOP Senate voted for Federal ald to
education and the House killed it. The
GOP House produced the Mundt-Nixon
Bill, a totalitarian-type measure for sup-
pressing Communism, and the GOP Senate
stopped It.

At this point it seems clear enough that
the House Is the stronghold of GOP reac-
tion and the Senate the citadel of GOP
progressivism, but which is the Republican
Party? Our puzzlement grows on this point
when we remember that the stand-pat
House passed the blll to repeal margarine
taxes—clearly a victory for the public—and
the Benate burfed it.

‘Which chamber of Congress sets or fol-
lows the Republican policy? If both are
following the party line, then we must say
that the GOP in 1948 is for everything and

developed over fiscal policy. Senate Repub-
licans matched the Democratic Adminis-
tration In generosity with Federal ‘funds,

Youth Watches The

GOP is being watched. Not only by
| some 5,000 delegates, relatives of dele-
gates and friends of delegates clustered in
Philadelphia’s Convention Hall, but by a
large body of youthful Americans who have
come of voting age since 1944, Many of
them are young men and women who were

- in the armed services during the last Presl-
dential campalgn and a large proportion
‘were on foreign soll when the nation went
to the polls four years ago to elect a Chief
Executive.

Millions of veterans are getting their
first taste of big-time politicking with the
Republican National Conventlon in Phila-
delphia. They are youngsters with a rather
special interest in"the politics of '48; they
don't want another war; they don't like
the current inflation and they know well
that what goes on at this particular con-
vention will have more than a little to do
with both.

It may be that the loan will be granted
in a speclal session of Congress after the
Democratic Conventlon. This is possible if
(3) the session is called, (b) It Congress
can get to the bill after taking up housing,
soclal security, civil rights, and (c) If it
really wants to grant the loan.

Let us hope that the good Republican
Congress does not consider stock inf UN a
bad investment.

‘The mistaken bellef of both parties that
they can win the veteran's vote solely by
mouthing “housing, pensions, GI billerites”
1s dangerous. In the first place, most vet-
erans don’t want gifts—they want only to
take their place in the soclety they left in
the early ‘fortles. Of course, they aren't
happy about the handicaps thrown in
front of them, but they don't want charity.
They want only what the rest of the coun-
try deserves—adequate housing, a reason-
able cost of living, and the right to live in
peace.

The '48 GOP convention is being widely
called one of the most interesting in three
decades. The Democratic convention next
month will be a lively and perhaps mom-
entous affair.

and a desire to be entertained. If the con-
ventioneers offer little besides the old bal-
lyhoo and the customary promises, they
are due for an unpleasant reaction from
the new generation of voters in November.
