(Perhaps the approval of these two peti-
tions, and others which will doubtless be
presented in the next two or three years,
will pose a double burden on the City Gov-
ernment by adding to the already heavy
demand for essential services.

If that double burden can be carried
until the City is over the hump, It should
be much easler*from then on. If the City
Manager can detall a way to extend serv-
ices to these new areas at the same time
we are filling existing gaps within the
present boundaries, 1t would appear the
better part of wisdom for the Council to
§0 along with him. |

PIECEMEAL FARM LEGISLATION

'Imt are several objectionable fea-
tures about the farm bill sent to Presi-
dent Truman for his signature this week.

The main eriticlsm to be made of It is
that once acain the Congress Is trying to
pass farm laws in a plecemeal fashion.
This 1s not an all-inclusive bill. It reduces
acreage for potatoes, and Increases acre-
age for cotton and peanuts, both of which
are already In surplus production. It is a
stop-gap measure and no effort has been
made to fit it Into the broader picture.

Eecondly, it combines one good feature—
reduction of potato acreage—with two
dublous ones. Admittedly there are Ineq-
ulties in the cotton acreage allotment, and
perhaps the peanut acreage allocations
are too small. But it is doubtful that this
15 the best wav to correct them.

In the third place, debate on the bill
degenerated Into a sectional battle with
Eoutherners and mid-Westerners generally
lined up against Eastern potato growers.
The farm nroblem is natlonal. not sec-
tional. and it can hardly be worked out by
sectional warfare.

- What the Congress needs to do Is to
back up and start all over again on farm
legislation. The pile of

chased surpluses is steadlly increasing, at
a terrific cost to the taxpayer, and no let-
up I3 In sight. Coneressmen are more con-
cerned about the farm vote in this Fall's
elections than they are about the national
welfare.

It led to disaster then when ex-
port demand_dried up and other natlons
began producing surpluses, and it will lead
to disaster again. Sooner or later public
protests will force the dumping of sur-
pluses or the reduction of price suoports,
When that happens, the bottom will fall
out from under farm prices.

The present hieh supvorts were set dur-
Ing World War II to stimulats production.
There is no need now for wich hich pro-
duction, and the sooner we get support
prices and production geared to a rea-
sonable level for all crops, not merely po-
tatoes, cotton, and peanuts, the closer
we'll be to lasting agricultural prosperity.
