As far as the public is con-
cerned, there aren't any in
public utilities in Virginia. Many
employees of the utility companies|
will tell you they can'’t strike. May-
be they can, perhaps they can't:
t depenm on how you look at the

strike as members of the militia!

The, workers grumbled but they
didn’t strike and finally reached
an agreement with VEPCO, largest
producer of electric power In the
State. .
