Iran Soldier
Reported Slain

TEHRAN, Iran —#— An au
thoritative Government source said
today an Iranian frontier patrol
soldier was shot and killed by Rus.
sians along the border east of the
Caspian sea.

The informant said an Iranian
mil iry commission was sent to
the frontier to investigate the fpci-
dent, which took place three #ys
ago. He said the Russians reported
the soldier was shot because he
