‘WOOD RIVER, Ill—(AP)—A terrific explosion rocked the big Shell Oil Co., re-

finery here last night, killing thirteen workmen.
About twenty persons were injured seriously.

The explosion occurred at one of the refinery's large oil cracking units where a

special night crew was working.

taxpayers $30,000,000,000 a
year.

Town Near Capital Tragedy Scene

COLESVILLE, Md. — & —
Flames roaring through one wing
of a home for the aged burned
three persons lo death today and
injured perhaps a dozen others.

All three of the dead were wom-
en. One burned in her wheel
chair on an nupstairs floor.
