SEOUL ® — Allied Sabre jets

.were out early today over North-

west Korea while the Fifth Air
Force was announcing the lightest
week of plane losses since “Opera-
tion Strangle” began last August.
Off Northeast Korea, Allied war-
ships began their second year of
daily bombardments of Wonsan.

Fifth Air Force Headquarters
said last week’s losses were con
fined to one Sabre lost in air-to-air
combat and two Thunderjets shot

He said men awoke
him late at night on the pretext
they were having car trouble. He
added they took him into South
Carolina and flogged him.

Early in November, Clayton Sel-
lers, 28, a farmer, said he was
fured outside by men who asked
him for gasoline for their autome-
bile. He told authorities they beat
bim with a piece of automobiie tire.

‘I'd ruther been dead than beat
like that,” he said.

Separate December cases were
the beatings of H. D. Best, an em-
ployee of a motor company, Wood-
row Johnson, a garage mechanic,
and Lee Tyson, 50, a sharecropper.
Tyson Told the sheriff robed and
masked men hit him a dozen times
with a heavy belt.

No arrests have, been reported
in these five cases.-
