+Keith M. Beaty was found guilty
on three counts of income tax eva-
sion by a federal court jury today:|

The all-male jury returned thel

verdict at 1:55 o'clock this after-
hoon after deliberating for nearly
three hours.
Mr. Beaty was charged wtih at-
tempted evasion of about $200,000
income tax during the years 1045-
47. There was one count against
him for each year.
