Information Cabinet
Level Is Suggested

WASHINGTON »~The U. S.
Advisory Commission on Informa-
tion recommended today that the
Voice of America and all other
psychological warfare and over-
seas information programs be
placed in a new federal agency of
cabinet level.

The advisory committee is a
group of five distinguished citi-
sens under the chairmanship of
Mark A. May, director of the Yale
University Institute of Human Re-
lations.

The proposal for removing the
Voice and related activities from
the State Department was one of
seven recommendations which the
commission placed before Congress

a report released through the
department.

It coincided with mounting critic
rum of the handling of Voice op-

eratiops. The program is now bes
ing investigated by a Senate com-
mittee headed by Sen. McCarthy
(R-Wis).
