WASHINGTON  —President Ei-
senhower today nominated James
Major Baley Jr. of Marshall as U
§. attorney for North Carolina's
Western District.

‘The White House sent Mr. Ba
ley's name, along with the Presi
dent's choices in three other states
to the Senate for confirmation

The confirmation is expected to
be made within the next two or|
three weeks, At that time, Mr
Baley will sncceed Democrat

tion of a successor.

Mr. Baley's appointment had
been expected for some time. In
fact, he recently resigned as state
chairman of the Republican Party
when it was reported that he was
the most likely prospect for the
Job.
