Bomb Explosion
Biggest In U.S.

Spring Test Series
Completed In Nevada

LAS VEGAS, Nev. — (® — The
biggest atom bomb ever exploded
in the United States flamed for
more than two minutes in the pre-
dawn sky today over Nevada prov-
ing ground.

The fireball boiled for more
than 30 seconds, indicating an in-
tensity twice that of any previous
bomb or device detonated in the
desert.

Th! 20-kiloton Hiroshima bomb
had a 10-second fireball.

Dropped from an efffremely high-
flying B"!G the unprecedented A-
- | bomb-flashed across the entire ho-
rizon and bathed the desert in a
ghostly white light for at least
five seconds. Then it formed into
a brilliant golden fireball.

50 KILOTONS

The power of this amazing weap-
on was probably not less than 50
kilotons. The Atomic Energy
Commission has previously deto-
nated three devices at Yuecea Flat
that have had an intensity greater
than the so-called nominal or Hiro-
shinta bomb.
