WASHINGTON (p—The House
gave President Eisenhower's mili-
tary judgment a heavy vote of
confidence yesterday, but upheld

a billion dollar cut in his *‘mini-
mum“ request for new defense
funds.

The House unanimously ap-
pnwed without change $34,434.140-

500 in new money for the fiscal
year which began last Wednesday,
after beating down an attempt to!
restore  $1,175,000,000 cut from
funds for the Air Force.

The total is $1,337,422,500 less
than President Eisenhower request-
ed, after slicing five billion dollars
from former President Truman's
Tecommendations.

The measure now goes to the
