THE LATE ELECTION.

It is now nscertuined, by returns which
are mogtly official, that Eaos T. Throop,
the present acting Gavernor of this Stat
has been elected Governor, by a muj
of about 8,500 votes aver Francis Granger.
We are unable as yet to state with accuraty
the precise number of votes which have
been polled throughout the State, but from
the bast estimats we have beem able to
mako, it will not exceed 240,000, At the
Gubernatorial election in 1828, the whole
number was 276,583, In the Western sec-

tion of the State, the aggregate number
will not vary greatly from the result in
1824, lu |{eﬁ"lll and Third Senate Dis-
’lrlcln, comprising the counties around Al-

bany and this city, there were 12,635 votes |
polled in 1828, above the number now giv-

en.

The most important changes have been
in the counties of Albany, Renselaer, Mont-
gomery, Columbis, Oneida and Westehes-
ter. These counties, horetofore, have
marched to the ballet boxes, with heavy
| majoritios aganist the followers of 8t. Tam-
J many. Now, for the first time, they have

leaped the fance and joined theic political
opponents, almost en masse. They have
given Throop u majority of 8983, making
a diff-rence, of about 10,388, sioce 1828.
