he secks. But if Nixon gets any of
these “breaks”, they will not be of
his creation. So he can hardly count
on them as he surveys the future.

What fascinates me about Nixon
is how all of us really failed to
understand the man. The political
viciousness about which so many
Democrats complained over the
years, I am now inclined to think,
really concealed the fact that un-
derneath it all Nixon was insecure,
& man not at all sure of himself.

When he

screamed “Red” and

“Communist” at his opponents it

may have been only an effort to
divert attention from this feeling
of inadequacy.

A good portion of Nixon's career
has been devoted to winning “ac-
ceptance” in the “right" places. To
prove his devotion to the party he
allowed himself to accept the most
menial assignments. While Eisen-
hower took the lofty attitude,
Nixon agreed to take the “low
road”, in party campaigns.

Now this willingness to be the
“good guy” for the party bosses
and the “bad guy” so far as the
general public is concerned has
returned to haunt him. He may
have been trying to “save the
party” but he seems to have ended
up sacrificing himself.

THE NIXON “HUMILITY" -
When Nixon started his campaign-
ing after the Chicago convention
it was pitched to several basic
ideas: (1) that The White House
is “not for sale” (2) that even if
he were Vice President he was not
too proud to make a flying trip to
New York to humble himself be-
fore Nelson Rockefeller (3) That
he came from poor, but honest
parents.

These were all legitimate cam-
paign techniques. Maybe a little
corny, but not overly so.

Then Nixon started to do some-
thing else that gave him away. He
began telling people that maybe he
was “controversial” but everybody
‘likes Pat” There was even a
“Pat for First Lady” campaign.
Then came the play given to Henry
Cabot Lodge (who, incidently, s
probably the most over-estimated
man in the campaign.)

Instead of Nixon making the
first telecast over a national hook-
up, Lodge was chosen to open
things up. It was almost as if
Nixon were saying that he real-
ized he was not well-considered,
but certainly everyone would “like

)

Along with all these self-depre-
clating gestures, went Nixon's de-
termination to run on the “Eisen-
hower record” He attached him-
self to the popular President as a
little brother does to a big brother.
In effect, he was also saying “T
was always at Tke's side, doing
what chores I could.”

How did the President recipro-
cate? He said if he were given a
week to think about it maybe he
could recall one important de-
cision in which Nixon had partici-
pated.

Unlike Harry Truman or Jack
Kennedy or Franklin D. Rodsevelt,
Nixon talks and acts as if he feels
himself unworthy of being Presi-
dent.

Nixon has been described as
man of “no convictions”. In re-
trospect 1 wonder if this harsh
Jjudgement is really merited, or if
it might not be more accurate to
say that Nixon seems to have no
convietions about himself as a per-
won?
