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Job Opportunities Must Be Expanded

t is still immensely fashionable in the
goatee and julep set to view the south-
ern Negro as a burden and a bother. His

economic value to the region is either
downgraded or ignored completely, and

Fortunately, the South has progressed
in spite of this ideological nonsense. It
would progress more if it made better
use of its human resources.

Dr. George B. Tindall, associate pro-
fessor of history at the University of
North Carolina, touches significantly on
this theme in an article in the November
issue of Current Hisromy,

The South’s boom in economic develop-
ment received great impetus from World
War II. Dr. Tindall noted. But the war
years also started the migration of dis-
placed rural workers, especially Negroes,
to northern urban centers This migra-
tion may have cost the region a labor
supply which will be “*sorely needed if
present trends of development continue,”
he wrote.

Creation of economic opportunities for
Negroes in the South could bring about
changes in race relations “much more
profound than those brought about by
court decrees," he added

Of course, the Negro is going to be a
burden if he is kep! in poverty and in
ignorance. But these same conditions
tend to impoverish the region itsell and
form a drag both on the consumer mar-
ket and on technical development. Fur-
thermore, it means a social system haunt-
ed by formal taboos and alternating
moods of anxiety and aggression.

North Carolina has perhaps done more
to raise the economic status of the Negro
than most of its neighbor states. It has
for instance, provided betler schools—
particularly on the level of higher edu-

well, suh, that's one less to fret

cation Expanding college attendance
greater mobility and more participation
in government and civic affairs in urban
areas have helped, too. But employment
opportunities have not expanded rapid-
Iy enough. Jobs with any kind of a fi-
nancial future are still cruelly limited.
Technical training for these jobs is also
limited

Speaking of the region as a whole, Dr.
Tindall made a similar point: .

““There have been recent reports of the
employment of Negroes in a number of
factories on a nondiscriminatory basis,
and other reports of a willingness in
some others to employ Negroes in skilled

positions. but a difficulty in finding
enough who have the training and ex-
perience ”

It's a vicious circle Negroes often

can’t get the jobs without experience and
they can't gel experience without the

jobs:

Dr Tindall's findings are not unlike
those of a 1955 Natlonal Planning Asso-
ciation survey of job opportunities for
Negroes in 94 selected southern indus-
trial plants. Commenting on the situa-
tion, H. Christian Sonne, chairman of
NPA's board, summed up the chal-
lenge

“The nation must seriously consider
ways lo make the best use of existing
abilities of all its racial groups. to extend
educational and training facilities. and to
improve employment opportunities —
whether to cope with a national emer-
gency or to assure that in peacetime the
country can continue to increase its stan-
dard of living."

Big gaps remain. The South, particu-
larly, must strive to fill them despite the
sound and fury of the unfortunate school
desegregation squabble. To do so would
serve the best interests of whites and
Negroes alike.

Hugh Scott
Survived
A Landslide

TTHE  only Republican  survivor

of the Democratic tornado
who knows national party politics
from the inside is Senator-elect
Hugh Scott of Pennsylvania.

FACTS OF LIFE

Within hours, practically, after
his triumph, Scott presented him-
self at the White House with Vice
President Nixon to lalk about the
political facts of life to the Presi.
dent and Eisenhower staff. He
told them how he .on with a
minimum of help from party
sources.

Politely but plainly he explained
that so-called Eisenhower Repub-
licans could be of very little as-
sistance to the President if they
were relegated to congressional
commitiees on  window-washing
and shoved aside by right wing
forces in the national committec.

He had already sent telegrams
to his new Senate Republican co
leagues — Keating ol New York
and Prouty of Vermont — asking
them not to commit themselves
to a choice of Senate leaders in
the next Congress until the three
could confer. The three are old
associates in the House.

What happens now to Scott will
be the best immediate practical
test of what Republicans have
learned from the election just con
cluded which saw so many old
guard landmarks swepl away.
