In the earlier statement,
Starkweather said that after
Jensen was shot with the .22
rifle that “He fell, turned
around a couple of times, and
fell back down in there.” In
the Feb, 27 statement Stark-
weather said simply that Jen-
sen “fell back down in the
cave."
