QuEEN's HOTEL, LONDOY, May 1, 1868,

Tolegrams Just received from Trieste report that
the Athens journals to hand in that ity contain im-
portant intelligence from Crete, to the effect that the
lusurrectionary war against the Turks is continued
with much animation by the Christian revolution-
ists,

The Gresk mewspapers announce that a battle,
which endured the entire day, was fought at Apoco-
Tona on the 14th of April, and that the fusurgents
clalmed a victory at its close.

Fights hiad also taken place, it Is said, between the
army of liberation and the troops of the Sulian, on
the 1ith, 12th, 15th and 16th of April; but they ended
without sfich decisive result as that had from the
engagements of the 14th ultimo.

The Athiens editors again aliege that the Turkish
soldiers commit great outrages on the iuhabitants
at every point where they obtaln complete control
on the fsland.

The steamers employed n running the Turkish
blockade of the Candian coast, for the relief of the
Christians and the landing of munitions of war for
