By 1895, for example, there were only some 850,000
white-tail deer south of Canada. Today, there are at
Jeast 12 million in the lower 48 states. By 1907, elk
were common in and around Yellowstone Park, witha
total population of only lpproxnmately 41,000, Todny‘
there are some one million elk in 16 states.

State operated management programs, which have
been expanded since their origination, have returned
the beaver, wild turkey, wood duck and pronghorn
antelope, to name & few species, to healthy population
levels.

This protectionist group claims that the vnldh!e
policies of the state fish and game agencies would
result in the wholesale slaughter of all game species
on federal land.

Citing the record under state wildlife management
programs, proponents of the bill term the reason
given by this group in opposition is “incredible.

Another argument against the bill by the
Committee for Humane Legislation has stated that it
would turn over to the state fish and game
commission authority over wildlife currently held by
the federal government, and would result in giving to
the states “ultimate authority over all wildlife
anywhere.”

Again the reasons given for opposing the bill are
denied by proponents, They say that the bill would in
no way affect those few areas where the federal
government has already assumed authority, including
protection of endangered species and regulations
eoncerning migratory birds. Besides, they say, this is
not an area of conflict since state laws affecting these
species typically parallel federal laws, with state
eonservation officers cooperating closely with their
federal counterparts

Neither would the bill, they say, grant the states
power to veto the no hunting regulations which apply
to National Parks.

Beyond calling for cooperative management
projects between the states and various federal
agencies, the bill would also allow state fish and game
agencies to sell special hunting, fishing and trapping
permits, with revenues to be exclusively used for
wildlife projects in the area for which the permit was
issued. In addition, it would increase the wildlife
budget of several agencies,

Without trying to make a total assessment of the
bill a8 proposed in the House, it does appear obvious
