DETROIT (P—Rank and file
members of the United Auto
Workers struck the Ford Mo-
tor Co. today.

They walked out as come
pany and union negotiators
talked past the 10 a.m. strike
deadline with all reports say-
ing a final agreement could be
expected any minute.

UAW President Walter Reuther
returned fo the talks at 11 am,
with the statement that he expect~
ed this “will be my last visit to
the conference table. We are very
near agreement.”

Reuther said earlier this morne
ing that Ford had improved its
offer.

Joln S. Bugas, Ford's vice pres-
ident for industrial relations, de-
seribed the latest company move
as “not a new offer” but rather a
“refining and modifying process.”

Carl Stellato, president of the
50,000 man Ford Local 600, bigrest
in the UAW, left the bargaling
table shortly before the strike
deadline, At the huge Rouge
plant he told some 6,000 workers
“the strike is on.”
