Taxer Paul Protes s

Editors, Tue News:

HE column “Wrong Number” from the March 10,

1943, lssue of The Charlotte - News has been
brought te my attentton. The column deals with ths
present Federal tax program and my part in it I
take no exception, of course, tq that part of the articls
which s devated to an expression of opinion, some of
it favorable to me and some unfavorable. However,
1 should llke to call your attention to some state-
ments which are contrary to fact. .

You state: “If, however, the 20 per cent
withholding levy goes Into effect {n July, Paul
will have met defeat again” Quite the contrary
1s true. I have been urging the Idol’lﬂﬂn of just

when I joined the Treasury staff. Throughout
the course of the Revenue Bill of 1842, the Treas-
ury Department recommended that part of the
Income tax be withheld at source.

Your statement that T “fafled to get Congress to
base the rxcess profits tax on Invested capital” again
has no foundation in fact.
