The City Counell hns approved
an expenditure of $400, to be
matched by the County, for the
purpose of palnting and repair-
ing the County Industrial Home.
We vepret that the expenditure
is belng made, and we will not
miss our opportunlty to say
again that the Industrial Home
has outllved its usefulness to
City and County, and should no
longer be maintained. Az we see
it, an over-estimate of the
Home's worth by City Councit
and County Commlssion — in
the face of a Grand Jury rec-
ommendation that it be abolish-
ed—has been made. We belleve
that to be an error.

The Industrial Home, as Is
clearly indicated now. has long
been operated without proper
superyision, for which both City
and County are to be held re-
sponsible. That It is no longer
serving the purpose for which it
was established iIs shown by its
ever-small  population. Only
women sentenced in City Ree-
order’s Court are sent there;
others are sent to Camp 404 in
Raleigh.

The Home has become no
more than a rest camp, or a
cure camp, for women, It has
been completely supplanted and

apree entirely with the Grand
Jury recommendation that it be
abolished and pul te some real
use. The fact that a delegation
of City and County officials, ln-
specting the place a month af-
ter the Grand Jury reporl,
found things spick and span,
does not alter the situation.
The Home !5 nol an effectlve
or efficient institution today. It
is not of further usefulness to
City or County and, since #
cannot  serve  effectively, we
cannot  understand  why it
should be kept in operation, or
why money should continue to
be spent (in whatever  small
amounts: on Its upkeep.
