N discussions of American for-

efgu policy, it seems to me that
the basic lssues of war and peace
are all but fgnored. Those concern
the soctal fssue, On this the world
is forming an opinion. The rifts
which we see developing. nppar-
ently over questions of procedure,
ate at base differences in world
opinion on soclal issues.

AUl tho rest of the world
outside of the Unlted States
and Russia is mosing left. The
Tnited States Is moving right,
Nations going in appesite di-
rections do not come together.
Nor do T mean to suggest that
ihe tempo at which Russla and
the “United States are moving
rightward promises that our
lines will meet with hers. The
Furopeans including  Britain
wiil be happy If they can meet
the Russians- In social mat-
ters somewhere In mid.stream.
