The marriage cantract and & po-
litical Rnd  private tlestimony  of
Hitler were reported seized coin-
cidentally with the arrest by British
counterintelligence agents of Fried-
rich Wilhelm Paustin, adjutanl to
the missing Martin Bormann, st
Vilthogen.
