RALEIGH — (AP) —The
House passed today on second
reading the general revenue
bill after Rep. Odus Mull of|
Cleveland gained permission
to withdraw his amendment
which in effect could have
dried up the sale of wine and
beer in Cleveland County.
When Mull's amendment was
adopted 53-52 yesterday it had the
effect of eliminating & tax. When
he withdrew his amendment today,
it technically restored a tax, und
the Constituion, put. the bil back
to second reading. All tax meas-
ures must be given separate read-
ings on separate days.

Mull previously explained that
he had effected a compromise with
House leaders, especially Speaker
Pearsall of Nash,

stored a three per cent tax on
theater admissions.
