He
spoke out boldly on many subjects but all
his advice over the years summed up to the
theme of his last message—work for peace
and human happiness.

« He was called 3 crusader—and he was &
foru!nl,veruw- and ‘wide-gauged re-
former who was at his best when turning
out a blistering editorial—but he was more
of an evangelist than a political crusader.
He. sought to convert rather than con-
found. He wanted a Christian revival, not &
revolution. He was a Puritan bred in the
democratic spirit, so that his causes ranged
from Prohibition to the New' Deal, which
carried forward on the natlonal level &
movement he long before had advanced in
his native North Carolina. But whether he
was contending against Johh Barleycorn,
American monopolists or British imperial-
ism—three of his favorite targets—it was
clear that he wanted something more than
sobriety,” economie security and political
freedom for men. He believed, and he

the ‘ideals made his home in
Ralelgh & Mecca for politiclans. Both
White and Danlels attained the status of

national “and the stature of world
citizens while working at their editor's
desks Iri relatively small clties of the Amer-
ican hinterland.

Josephus Danlels belongs to Raleigh, to
North Carolina. to Washington, to America
and to ‘the world, and his effect upon all
for good cannot be measured except by the
word great.

The Senator’s assertion that “all this
talk about rationing and price control‘is
only serving to frighten people and will
do more harm than good” myst have s
hollow sound to many Southerners who are
shivering In unheated homes because we
have no rationing and- conservation pro-
gram to deal with the fuel ofl shortage.

If Congress had been alert to its duty, it
weeks ago would have granted the author-’

_ ity which the Administration wants and

needs, and we would now have the ma-
chinery for allocating, rationing and con-
serving on & national scale the stocks that
are in short supply.:

for us. And Congress still stalls, and of-
fers lame excuses for inaction.

er to bear than hunger or poor clothing, .
