WASHINGTON — (AP)

Forrestal told Congress today there is “grave danger” Greece
and Turkey cannot remain free unless they get more milita

aid from the Upited States.

The two Cabinet members testi-
fied jointly to the House Poreign
Affalzs Commitiee in support of
the Administration's for

Secretary of State Marshall said
that arming the Greeks and Turks
would be “discouraging” to further
aggression  against countries.
Marshall sald $200,000,000 would
be for Greece and $75,000,000 for
Turkey. It was the first “break-
