Ban Sale Of New Cars At Inflated Figure

Ceiling Set On Used Auto Prices

WASHINGTON —# —The Gov-

ernment today banned the sale of

new cars at inflated prices in the
¢ar market and set dollars-

and-cents ceiling prices on all
ars.

The action was anndunced by
the Office of Price Stabilization
(OPS). The new regulations are
effective .

Bruce Morris, chief of the agen-
cy's automobile pricing division,
said the move was to
halt a “widespread” flow of new
cars into the used car market and
to prevent used cars {rom selling
above new car prices.

Both practices occurred during
the last war.

GUIDE BOOK PRICES

The price schedule of used cars,
under the ceiling, will be based on
prices listed in guide books em.
ployed by used car dealers as a
Yyardstick of values.

OPS listed the five standard

books used in this connection -and
said that they will be recognized
as the official source of dollars-
and-cents prices for used automo-
biles.

Morris explained that since auto-
mobile prices at the manufactur-
er’s level were frozen on Dec.
18, some dealers across the
tion have been selling new cars in
the used car market at prices
above the retail list price.

Today's action states that not
only must dealers use guide book
prices as ceilings on used cars
but that, in any cases where
guide book quotations on a used
car are higher than the list price
of the automobile when new, they
must not charge more than the new
car list price.

Kidney Experiment Fails

To Save Life

PHILADELPHIA — @ — A
woman whose blood stream was
channeled into a kidney taken
from the body of a traffic acci-
dent victim déed today eight
hours after an unprecedented
experiment to purify her blood
and save her

The ill-fated experiment failed
shortly after moon. The kidney
was removed from the body of
Wayne H. Deveney, 30 of York,
Pa., killed before 4 A. M. today.

Less than an hour later the

lichard Irvine,
32, Philadelphia — was flowing
through the borrowed kidney.

Mrs. Irvine was the mother of
three children.

Robert E. Nicholson, managing
director of the hospital, .said it
was the first time in history the
technique was used on a human
being.

Of Woman

He said the apparatus had been
set up at the hospital and that the
coroner’s office had planned to
send a body to the hospital from
which a kidney was to be removed
to help the woman. whose kidneys
were infected and had ceased tog
function.

But, shortly before dawn. the
body of Deveney was brought to
the hospital.

The coroner's office was notified
and one of Deveney's kidneys re-
fMoved and placed in the special
apparatus.

The auxiliary kidney was placed
in the apparatus, and connected
by tubes to the woman's right arm.
Her blood was passed into the
kidney to clear it of waste matter

it had accumulated because of
the non-functioning of the wnmnn‘:

Nicholson said the blood then
was piped back from the spare
kidney to the patient's blood

The three soldiers and two sca
men broke into a 55-gallon drum
of denatured alcohol which was
used by the Army as antifreeze.

The alcohol was part of the sup-
plies of an ordnance company be-
ing loaded aboard ship.

The five were joined by fifteen
other service men. They drank the
denatured aleohol ashore as they
waited to be taken aboard ship.

The spokesman said one of the
soldiers died at Hungnam, another
died at a hospital in Pusan and the
third soldier died while en route
to a hospital.
