When we are worried, our emotions are riding high. But here
are two ideas that T hne found helpful when trying 1 10 step aside from
my problems, in order to see the faets in & clear, objective manner.

1. When trying to get the facts, 1 pretend that I am collecting
this information not for myself, but for some ather person. This helps
me to take a cold, impartial view of the evidence. This helps me elim-
inate my emotions.

Galen Litchfield’s Story

let's take the case of Galen Litchfield—a man I have known
for several years; one of the most American businessmen

the Far East. Mr. Litchfield was in China in 1042, when the
Japanese invaded Shanghai. And bere is his story as he told it to
me while a guest in my home:

“Shortly after the Japs took Pearl Harbor,” Galen Litchtield
began, “they came swarming mlo Shanghai. 1 was the manager of
the Asia Life Insurarice Co. hanghai. They sent us an ‘army
liquidator'—he was really an amiralsand gave me orders to sssist
this man in liquidating our assets. 1 could co-operate — or else. And
the ‘or else’ was certain deatl

“I went through the motions of doing what 1 was told. But there
was one block of securities, worth $750,000, which I left off the
list I gave to the admiral, because they belonged to our Hong Kong
organization and had fothing to do with the Shanghai assets. All the
same, 1 feared .1 might be in hot water if the Japs found out what
had dowe. And they soon found out.

“I wasn'l in the office when the discovery was made, but my
head sccountant was there. He told -me that the Jap admiral flew
into a fage, and stamped and swore. and called me a thief and a
traitor!

Says Russians
Respect ‘Steel’

WASHINGTON—#—The House
was urged today by the chairman
of its armed services committee to
enact ag combination draft-univer-
sal military training law to give
this country “the steel” he said
Russia will respect

In a speech prepared for deliv-
ery to open two weeks of debate,
Chairman Vinson (D-Ga) pleaded
with the House not to eliminate
long-range UMT provisions from
the bill to extend the draft law
and lower the induction age {rom
19 to 18 12,

To knock out UMT, Vinson de-
clared, Wwould be to “force on the
backs of the American people the
necessity for maintaining for an
indefinite period a large standing
force which. ", - . will eventually
jeopardize and possibly ruin the
economic stabilify of this nation.”
“The Soviet Union listens onl¥]
to a nation whose voice is backed
by steel,” he said. “Here is the
steel; here is the sinew; here is
the way to avoid economic chaos;
here is the answer that will meet
Russia’s ambitions, all wrapped
up.in this bill."
