have lost 1,600 killed, 2.700 wound-
d 300 prisoners in the battle
aleng the Day River, the French
general staff announced today.
French losses were put at 150
killed, 200 wounded and 60 miss-
ing.  Six French officers were
killed and another six wounded.
The French said the estimates
for the Vietminh were a minimum,
based on bodies actually found by
the French. Another 2.000 cas-
ualties probably were inflicted by
French planes, they estimated.
Strong French forces from the
Ninh Binh stronghold — 50 miles
south of Hanoi — crossed’ the Day
River at dawn today. With air
and maval support they began a
drive against the Vietminh po-
sitions on the sot ank. The
