roulﬂ take old Hitler for 8
my ship in convoy, I think he

'ould chuck in his hand. For such
a voyage leaves an impression of
the solid might of Britain on the
seas that can never be forgotten.
This story Is about a recent trip
from Suez to Aden, 1,310 miles, a
good third of it along the coast of
Italian Eritrea, by a vessel which
had come from England all the
way to Suez without incident.

Thousands of tons of British
shipping still pass daily, un-
scathed, through the Red Sea
to the Indian Ocean. Our ship
is joining a convoy forming at
Sues from various paris of the
Empire, Including  some neu-
rals,

We're carrying mostly munitions,
but there is a lot of general mer-
chandise, and & good number of
British and Indian troops. g
convoy forms up in a weird pat-
tern, The escort vessel, hovering
like A hen with chicks, flags us
by day and lamp-signals us by
night; and there are also other m
nals T may not mention. There
“wireless silence” between all ships.
‘We pass quite close to Massawa,
the Ttalian naval base, but Bep
is ever 5o quiet. Not a shot or
the murmur of a Savoia bomber
or_the crack of a distant gun.
Not once in this 1,300-mile jour-
ney is an enemy sighted or heard
of: except that we perform these
strange convoy-antics in silence,
you would not dream there was a
war on. Presently here is Aden|
on a Sunday, guarded by the im-
pregnable “steamer point,” still
with its two million tons of ship-
ping visiting it in a year,

Nothing worth Tecording hap-
pened on the hemeward voyage, for
thousand after thousand heaving
miles of blue water. But thers was
a bit of a dust-up in the Channel,
Just at the end.
