WASHINGTON (P—Secretary of
State Dulles appeared confident to-
day the United States and its al-
lies can defeat Russia’s new “unit-
ed front” strategy of world con-|
quest with little change in their
own activities. Others disagreed

Dulles told the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee yesterday
Russia’s post-Stalin leaders are
scrapping 30 years of Soviet policy
based on violence and intolerance|
in trying to devise new plans be-
cause their old programs “have
failed.”

He declared they have made|

“very little progress” in their at-
tempts to take over the world and
he said their new efforts to employ
economic aid and similar measures
to penetrate foreign countries mean|
they are “playing our game.

Welfare Dept. was at fault be-
cause “they did not conduct a
proper investigation when the
child was placed with them and
when it was first reported that
something was wrong at home."
Debra Hottle died Christm:
Eve. The jury deliberated unl_\'
49 minutes in finding Mrs. Daub-
enmeyer guilty of assault with a
deadly weapon in pouring hot or
boiling water on the child and in
banging the child’s head against
bathtub.

They also found her guilty of
assault in tying the child in bed
inserting paper in her mouth,
and spreading human waste
about her face and mouth

Mr. Kuralt said Mrs. Dauben
meyer's treatment of the girl
was an “insidious sort of thing
that was not apparent in any of
our investigations of the home
situation.”

He said none of the charges
made in Superior Court were
made to the Welfare Dept. be-
forehand, as far as he knows

BERLIN —P— At least 32 per-
sons were killed and 40 seriously
injured in a train wreck today
in Saxony, Communist East Ger-
many, ADN, the official East Gers
man news agency, reported.

The news agency said the acci-
dent oceurred near the railroad
station at Bornitz between Riesa
and Oschatz, 100 miles south of
Berlin

A fast freight train, drawn by
two locomotives, slammed into the
side of an express passenger train
coming from Dresden, the agency
added, and all three locomotives
were derail

One of the cars of the passenger
train was demolished and several
others were badly damaged, ADN
